Médecins Sans Frontiéres is an international,
independent, medical humanitarian organization
that delivers emergency aid in more than 70
countries all over the world to people affected by
armed conflict, epidemics, natural disasters and
exclusion from healthcare. MSF offers assistance
to people based on need, irrespective of race,
religion, gender or political affiliation

Médecins Sans Frontiéres observes neutrality
and impartiality in the name of universal medical
ethics and the right to humanitarian assistance
and claims full and unhindered independence in
the exercise of its functions.

Members undertake to respect their professional
code of ethics and maintain complete
independence from all political, economic or
religious powers.

As volunteers, members understand the risks and
dangers of the missions they carry out and make
no claim for themselves or their assigns for any
form of compensation other than that which the
association might be able to afford them.
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Humanitarian principles at the
core of the organization

Médecins Sans Frontiéres is committed to

the principles of independence, neutrality

and impartiality, and manages its medical
activities under the mandate of medical ethics.
MSF works in complete independence from

all political, religious and economic powers,
whereas programs are based solely on objective
assessment of existing needs in the country.

Médecins Sans Frontieres in the
MENA region

Médecins Sans Frontiéres has been working

in the MENA region since its founding years
where it has proven its ability to provide vital and
life-saving care to populations and refugees in
need. With the deterioration of the humanitarian
situation in a number of Arab countries over the
recent years, MSF has promoted its response
and expanded its activities in addition to
increasing its programs to be able to meet the
growing needs.

The following is a general overview of MSF’s
activities in the region.
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Médecins Sans Frontiéres began working in
Egypt in 2011.

Egypt is a key transit and destination country
for African and Middle Eastern refugees and
migrants, many of whom have been subjected
to immense challenges and difficulties during
their journey and in their country of origin.

In 2017, Médecins Sans Frontiéres expanded its
activities in Egypt to meet the needs of vulnerable
communities in the country.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— A mental health and genecology centre
in the Maadi neighbourhood of Cairo

— Willingness to provide training and
institutional support for doctors and
nurses of the Ministry of Health and
clinics of civil associations (if asked),
as well as donations for medical
supplies if needed.
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Iraqg

Thousands of children and adults struggle to
access healthcare in Irag. The long years of
conflict and instability resulted in a dysfunctional
health sector in certain areas due to the
destruction of many health facilities. The country
also suffers from gaps in the availability of
medical supplies and salary payments for
healthcare workers.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres started working in Iraq
in 1991. We provide medical care to vulnerable
Iragi communities, displaced families and Syrian
refugees who find it difficult to access health
services.

In 2017, MSF has worked in 10 governorates
across Iraq: Dohuk, Erbil, Sulaymaniyah, Diyala,
Ninawa, Kirkuk, Salaheddin, Anbar, Baghdad and
Babel.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— Basic healthcare

— Nutrition programs

— Trauma care and emergency surger

— Maternity care

— Treatment of chronic diseases

— Mental health support an health
education activities.
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Jordan is one of the most neighbouring countries
affected by the Syrian crisis. There are almost
650,000 registered Syrian refugees in Jordan, the
majority of whom rely on humanitarian assistance
to meet their basic needs. The increasing number
of refugees has placed increased pressure on the
Jordanian health system.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres started working in
Jordan in 2006.

In 2017, MSF assisted refugees and vulnerable
Jordanians by operating two clinics in Irbid
governorate in addition to Amman reconstructive
surgery hospital treating war-wounded patients
and victims of violence.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— Treatment for non-communicable
diseases (NCDs)

— Home visits and psychosocial support

— A comprehensive care for patients requiring
orthopaedic, reconstructive and maxillofacial
surgery, including physiotherapy and mental
health support.
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Lebanon

A country of almost 4.5 million inhabitants,
Lebanon hosts around 1.5 million Syrian
refugees, in addition to hundreds of thousands
from other refugee communities. The influx of
Syrian refugees in particular has added strain
onto the country’s economy. Due to the scale of
the crisis and the limited resources, the health
system in Lebanon is struggling to cope with the
massive increase of medical needs, which makes
the most vulnerable suffer to access medical
services.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres started working in
Lebanon in 1974, as a response to the Lebanese
civil war that ravaged the country. This was the
first intervention of MSF in a conflict.

In 2017, Médecins Sans Frontiéres has run over
13 clinics across the country.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— Paediatrics

— Treatment of chronic diseases

— Treatment of acute diseases

— A comprehensive reproductive
health package

— Mental health support and health
promotion services.
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Libya remains a destination for large numbers
of migrant workers from across the African
continent and a transit country for migrants and
refugees attempting to reach the Mediterranean
coast and cross into Europe. These people

are exposed to alarming levels of violence

and exploitation, both in Libya and during the
harrowing journeys from their home countries.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres (MSF) started working
in Libya in 2011.

In 2017, MSF provided medical assistance to
migrants and refugees arbitrarily held in detention
centres that are nominally under the control of
the Ministry of the Interior. MSF was present in
Tripoli and Miserata, Khoms and Zliten.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— Primary healthcare

— Referrals for secondary healthcare

— Pediatric and gynecology consultations
to displaced and vulnerable people

— Mental health support to children and

families affected by trauma and violence.
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Palestine

The ongoing Israeli-Palestinian conflict is one of
the oldest conflicts in the Middle East.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres started working in
Palestine in 1989.

In 2017, Médecins Sans Frontieres has run
projects in the west bank and the Gaza strip.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— Mental health care including psycho-
education on stress management, mental
health stigma and awareness.

— Specialist care for burns and trauma
patients, such as dressings, physiotherapy
and occupational therapy.
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Sudan has been witnessing conflict and
vulnerable economic conditions for years.
Médecins Sans Frontiéres started working in
Sudan in 1979.

At the end of 2017, there were nearly 3.3

million internally displaced people and 772,000
registered South Sudanese refugees in Sudan, as
well as many other migrants in transit to Europe.

In 2017, Médecins Sans Frontiéres has run
projects in Al-Gedaref, North Darfur, west Darfur,
East Darfur and White Nile state.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— Primary and secondary healthcare

— Paediatric care

— Treatment of acute watery diarrhoea

— Diagnosis and case management support
and awareness-raising activities about
Kala Azar
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Syria

The conflict in Syria continued into its seventh
year, entering new depths of violence and
leaving millions of people in desperate need of
assistance.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres started working in
Syria in 2009.

In 2017, civilian populations, areas and civilian
infrastructure continued to come under direct
fire in Syria. Thousands of people were killed
and wounded in military offensives around the
country and hundreds of thousands more were
forced from their homes.

MSF continues to provide medical and
humanitarian assistance in Syria but its activities
are severely limited by insecurity and constraints
on access.

MSF always negotiates access with the
authorities — official or de facto — in control of an
area; but the Islamic State group has not given
any assurances since it abducted MSF staff in
2014 and the Syrian government has not granted
authorisation to work despite repeated requests.

In 2017 MSF has run or supported facilities in
Hassakeh, Aleppo, Iblib, Homs, Rif Dimashk,
Daraa and Quneitra governorates.

The main services provided by MSF included:

— Primary health care

— Secondary healthcare

— Mobile clinics focusing on mental
and reproductive healthcare

— Treatment of NCDs

— Vaccinations

— Psychological support

— Maternity health

— Operational Theatre services

— Nursing activities

— Distribution of hygiene kits

— Water and sanitation activities.

— Specialist care for burns patients:
including surgery, skin grafts, dressings,
physiotherapy and psychological support.

— Medical, technical and logistical support
to eight health facilities
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Regions where MSF provides technical and material support to Syrian medics running field hospitals and clinics
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Tunisia is a destination or transit country for
women, men and children subject to human
trafficking.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres (MSF) started working
in Tunisia in 2000.

In 2017, MSF continued to work with vulnerable
people in Tunisia, including victims of human
trafficking, migrants and refugees in Zarziz and
Sfax.

The main services provided
by MSF included:

— Primary healthcare

— Mental health support victims of human
trafficking, migrants from sub-Saharan
Africa and other vulnerable people

— Drug and medical kits donations
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Since 2015, a full-scale war has been raging in
Yemen, and in 2017 outbreaks of disease and an
upsurge in fighting exacerbated the already dire
humanitarian situation. The public infrastructure,
including health facilities, has been destroyed

by the warring parties. The country suffers

from inflation and a crippled health system.
Furthermore, many of the country’s 50,000 health
workers have not been paid since August 2016.

Médecins Sans Frontiéres (MSF) started working
in Yemen in 1994.

In 2017, in response to the growing humanitarian
needs and the outbreaks of diseases, such

as cholera and diphtheriahe, MSF scaled

up its activities in Yemen and worked in 12
governorates: Taiz, Aden, Ad Dhale, Saada,
Amran, Hajjah, Ibb, Sana’a, Abyan, Shabwa

and Lahj. The main services provided by MSF
included:.
