What exactly do you play?

How would you describe your music 
genre?

Listening to the band belt out their songs from inside the studio was a little hard on the ears. It was so loud that 
you could hardly hear the singer let alone what exactly she was saying, then again with the mood the music 

puts you in it harldy matters. 
The lyrics were very loud and provocative and could easily be the soundtrack to any movie fight scene. 

This movement could be considered part of a wider scene, they’re sound is very rock but also borders on the 
screamo genre. 

The singer herself reminded me very much of the early Avril Lavigne with her dyed hair and devil may care 
attitude. 

Emilly adds to the mood by dressing in different shades of pink, from her hair to her skirt. She also added stud-
ded chockers around her neck and thigh as well as ripped fishnet stockings to complete the look.
