So this week
includes the latest from Ruvlo, BRUER, Adiidas, Dank Frank, PhaseOne, UBUR, Excision x Sullivan King,
TroyBoi, HE$H, & Flux Pavilion x CHIME. Don’t forget to tune in next week for another rotation!

1. Ruvlo – ‘Dirty’

Bassrush recently delivered the 3rd compilation of their series The Prophecy: Volume 3, showcasing both
established producers and rising stars alike. Track number three on this series is ‘Dirty’ by Ruvlo, New
York City-based producer. Let me tell you, this track without delay sent me in high spirits. The reggae vibe
starts strong with this one and then rolls right into straight bop. The "rst drop, of course, is "lled with
those fun wobbles. Getting into the second drop, it’s an absolute banger !owing into an even tighter
breakdown. A track with a very "tting name & you know that’s exactly how we like it.
Also Ruvlo recently dropped some pins with @ThePin_Co, every pin purchased plants a tree! 

 2. BRUER – Mind Flay EP

Featuring a range of trap, experimental bass, dubstep, and drum & bass, BRUER’s debut is the producer at
his best. Mind Flay EP is eclectic and showcases his master hand at sound design. Kicking o# the EP is
‘Take You Higher,’ a trap-heavy treat. Next, burgeoning with frenetic bass work comes ‘Nasty’.  Crunchy
and wonky harmonies best characterize this prime piece. Continuing his outing for blood, ‘Headshot’
melds intricate trap beats with experimental bass. It’s a tasteful meeting of two genres while oscillating
synth punches take over. Wrapping up BRUER’s debut is ‘What You Want,’ a three-minute and thirty-three
second whirlwind of mind-melting sounds. 

3. PhaseOne – ‘Enemy’ (ft. Shane Told Of Silverstein)

Open Up The gates, Welcome To ‘Metal-odic’ Mayhem
Australian music producer PhaseOne captures a style like no other. Perfectly fusing hard bass with heavy
metal, so naturally, he never disappoints with every track he creates. Moving beyond his metal step
grounds, PhaseOne steps into his melodic side with his most recent release, ‘Enemy’ featuring Shane Told
from Silverstein. The energy of this track is palpable. A perfect combination of melodies, vocals, and
breathtaking drops in unison with a guitar lead. ‘Enemy’ is "lled with character. Furthermore, if you really
want to get into the feels, Disciple dropped a music video for ‘Enemy.’ Stream it here

4.Dank Frank – ‘Melody Lives On’ (JADŪ153)

Dank Frank releases his latest, ‘Melody Lives On,’ making it his second track via Jadu Dala. Dank Frank is a
project started by Frank Menolascino, hailing from Jackson Hole, Wyoming. Frank’s sound design contains
no limits, and he’s gone to show how versatile his style is. ‘Melody Lives On’ is overall an incredible tune
with a smooth, unique !ow of beautiful sounds. Frank was also just featured as a part of Excision‘s own
Subsidia Records, with ‘Transcend’ landing on the compilation album: Dusk Vol. 2.

5. Adiidas – Ice Cold EP

The west coast experimental bass producer, Adiidas, has been "ring away nonstop yummy chunes for
some time now. Well deserved; he just dropped his "rst EP of the year through Liquid Stranger’s
infamous Wakaan label. Ice Cold EP is "lled with seven deep and dirty wub tunes featuring collaborations
with Ashez and Brio. If you fancy those weird, squishy, melt-your-face-into-a puddle dubs, Adiidas is your
guy.

6.  UBUR – Relinquish EP

UBUR is an innovative dubstep/ bass producer constantly breaking boundaries. He has been a staple on
major festival lineups and nation-wide tours for a while now, and with his constant output of bangers
(especially during COVID), his fan base has grown exponentially. UBUR is also known for his signature
growl basses, that relentless signature UBUR sound. Just recently, UBUR revved up 2021 with his "rst EP of
the new year, Relinquish. There’s so much variety for this four-track EP, all second to none. Especially the
title track ‘Relinquish,’ where we see UBUR team up with SYZY. Merging these two is dangerous. This track
is massive and sets the perfect intro to the rest of the EP. Listen now via Never Say Die Records.

7.  Excision X Sullivan King – ‘Unbound’

Every Excision & Sullivan King collaboration is an absolute knockout. The "rst time these two came
together, It was a dream crossover coming true. The fusion between the lyrics, sound design, and
Sullivan’s death screams, ‘Unbound’ sparked one hell of a masterpiece. Again. Do yourself a favor and
close your eyes for the second drop- envision Lost Lands 2021. I can already sense how this one will hit
1000 times harder live. A powerful track "lled with so much character, they never cease to amaze their
fanbase. 

8. TroyBoi – ‘Bellz’

TroyBoi’s releases, you never know what to expect, but every time its "re. Well, he’s back at it again and
just released V!BEZ Vol. 4 EP via his very own label, T Dot. ‘Bellz’ is the EP’s "rst release, and it sends major
vibes back to TroyBoi’s Left Is Right EP. Those good old 2017 dance parties were something else. TroyBoi
also has a "tting style for !ipping classics. ‘Bellz’ features samples from Anita Ward’s 1979 disco classic
‘Ring My Bell.’ Somehow he can still keep the trap vibe without using the generic trap noises while bringing
a classic back to life.

9. HE$H – ‘Got It On’

HE$H discovered dubstep around age 13 & from then on, HE$H has become a breed of his own. His
authenticity thrives through his music and personality. Over the years, the prodigy has caught the
attention of Excision, Subtronics, and 12th Planet. Now, HE$H is one of the hardest out there and
established the label FUCKSHIT Records with Bommer. His sound design is like a heavyweight explosion
that just went o# in your face. If your part of his fan base, you know what I mean. His newest release, ‘Got
It On,’ is slightly di#erent from his usual, perhaps showing a ‘chiller’ side of him. The !ow of it is dope, and
it still slaps hard. It’s always cool to see other inspiration from artists.

10. Flux Pavilion x Chime – ‘Fall To Me’ feat. SpaceKDET

The new era of Flux Pavilion is o$cially here. After celebrating a decade at the forefront of bass music
along with Circus Records, it’s time for the artist to take another step forward into new and exciting
terrain. .wav showcases Flux Pavilion in his element with this melodic, synth, and electric guitar-driven 16
track album. The project is also "lled with many artist collaborations, one being a surprise collaboration
with Chime. ‘Fall To Me’ feat SpaceKDET contains so much emotion, it will give you instant chills. You can
hear both of their signature elements establishing a contagious sound.

Unfortunately, though, this might be the last of dubstep we’re going to get from Flux. The man is a legend
in this community, and those old school Flux synths will forever hold so much nostalgia. It’s an end of an
era, but we will always appreciate and respect him for moving on and trying new things. Very excited to
see what is yet to come!
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
