We realize how hard it is to win in this
league, we say it a lot cause we have guys who have been around and know what it takes. Nights
like tonight where you just don’t play a good brand of basketball defensively, to give yourself a
chance to win on a road against a team that you allow to have life, you aren’t gonna win a lot of

games that way”, Curry added.

All his consistency and achievements get him $45,780,966 which set him to make nearly $46

million in the final year of his current deal, though all the money train will keep on rolling. He



signed an extension this past summer that will be kicked in the earlier 2022-2023 and if so, that
means Curry is going to make $215 million over four years and also remains the league’s top

earner.
