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There are many formats for fournaments and charity events. Below is

a summary of some of the most popular formats for club and charity
events:

- Scramble: This is a very popular format, especially for charity
events. In a four-person scramble, all players hit a fee shot, and
then the team chooses which ball to play. This process is
continued until the ball is holed. One score is used for the team.

+ Shamble: In a shamble, all players in a foursome hit tee shofs.
Then, the team chooses which ball to use. All players play their
own ball from this point until the balls are holed. Each player will
record a score (net or gross) for the hole played.

« Better Ball (or Best Ball): Each player in the group plays their own
ball. The best score for each hole is entered on the card (net or
Qgross).

« Stroke Play: Each player counts every stroke and the player with
the lowest total wins.

« Match Play: Players compete hole by hole, so the player that
makes the lowest score on a hole wins that hole. If a player has a
lead of more holes then holes remaining, that player will win the
match.
