Aug. 4 is the FINAL day of the 2024 Ohio State Fair, but the fun isn't over yet! Make sure not to miss 
your last chance for fair food, great performances, thrilling rides and games, livestock shows, and so 
much more. 
  
Today, the Ohio State Fair’s admission gates will close at 6 p.m. To allow for proper entry into the fair, 
the parking lots will stop allowing new vehicles at approximately 5:30 p.m. Rides and activities will 
conclude by 9 p.m. Online ticket sales end at 4 p.m.

FREE Live Music: 

• Country artist Collin Rolf's final performance of the 2024 Fair is at 12:15 p.m. at the Wellcare 
Gazebo Stage. A multi-instrumentalist, he has more than 10 years of experience in writing and 
touring. 

• Oldies artist Bill Foley will perform at 2 p.m. at the Natural Resources Park Amphitheater. Don't 
miss his setlist full of 50s, 60s, and 70s music. 

• Kazual has two performances tomorrow, at 4:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m., both at the Main Street 
Stage presented by Ohio Lottery. A Fair favorite, this Georgia-based band of three brothers and 
a cousin can dance just as well as they sing A Capella.
