The Adelaide and Sydney shows are open
to all ages, whereas the rest are restricted to 18+ at liquor licensed venues.

After playing a sold-out Knotfest festival in Australia in 2023 and selling out venues across
North America and Europe, Alpha Wolf have made a name for themselves within the
blossoming Aussie metal scene, and tickets are sure to fly off the shelves as they are
released.
