
The Plastic Planet 

 

Plastic Planet is a performing art and design project that captures living beings’ outrage toward 

climate change, juxtaposed with the beauty of Mother Nature. The project confronts the twin 

crises of climate change and plastic pollution by transforming discarded waste into marine-

inspired costumes. These costumes are designed to feel alive, turning the very materials that 

destroy the ocean into objects of beauty. They illuminate both the ugliness and the allure of 

plastic pollution, showing how creatures ingest it until they begin to become it. Through 

performance and photography, the work reveals a world where the unnatural has fused with 

the natural, and where survival itself is entangled with waste. 

Shockingly, all discarded plastic materials were sourced in one hour in one town and in one day 

from designer Jill Palese’s local transfer station. She collected garden rope, a tent, plastic toys, 

discarded clothing, and many more items that became the raw materials for Plastic Planet. 

Central to the design are reworked polyurethane foam bra cups, decorated with colorful plastic 

spikes, symbolizing the microplastics now embedded in marine life.  The idea connects to her 

sustainable invention, the Bits Blocker®, a nipple cover designed to eliminate the use of foam 

bra cups in fashion.  

 

The costumes were created for Northeast Arts ballet dancers for their performance of Seeing 

the Plastic Ocean for Boston Climate Week, 2024, on a grant from the city of Boston.  

In their performance, the dancers embody coral reefs, tangs, angelfish, lionfish, and 

“Antoinette, Queen of Plastics.” Through movement, the performers reveal how marine 

creatures are forced to navigate an ocean choked with human waste. The aesthetic is 

intentionally alluring yet unsettling, reflecting the deceptive beauty of plastic as it breaks down 

into invisible harm. Collaboration with dancers and photographers animates the work, 

extending it beyond fashion into public art and environmental storytelling.

Ms. des Reyes was inspired by climate scientist Jun Shepard, who choreographed a ballet using a climate 
prediction algorithm to synchronize the dancers. For “Seeing the Plastic Ocean,” Avery created one phrase 
that builds in speed and in synchronicity throughout the section, reflecting the growing speed of climate 
change and the narrowing of the biosphere at once.
