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Bones uncovered

REMAINS have been found in the backyard 
of a home on Pamir Street this week as part of 
an investigation into the fresh search for the 
remains of missing Port Lincoln woman Susan 
Goodwin.

Police believe the 39-year-old was mur-
dered. 

The intensive search, with the assistance 
of Port Lincoln and Australian Federal Police 
(AFP) officers, has focused on the property in 
Pamir Court which was reportedly tenanted 
by a Port Lincoln man at the time of Ms Good-

win’s disappearance.
The man is known to police. 
A forensic anthropologist has been organ-

ised to make their way to Port Lincoln from Ad-
elaide and investigate the remains to confirm 
whether they are human.

Specialist radar equipment provided by the 
AFP has been used and Major Crime Investiga-
tion Branch detectives will remain in Port Lin-
coln during this time.

Susan was reported missing on Friday, July 
19, 2002 from her home address in Moonta 
Crescent at Port Lincoln.

She was last seen around noon that day, af-

ter shopping at Coles and Woolworths in Port 
Lincoln.

At about 4.45pm Susan’s vehicle was found 
in the driveway of her home address.

A reward of up to $200,000 is available to 
anyone who provides information and assis-
tance that leads to the conviction of the person 
or persons responsible for the suspected mur-
der of Ms Goodwin and/or leading to the loca-
tion and recovery of her remains.
